MSU’s Traditional BSN Program is divided into lower division and upper division coursework. Upon successful completion
of the required lower division coursework, nursing students begin their upper division nursing courses and clinicals. These
nursing courses can be completed at one of five BSN placement sites: Bozeman, Billings, Great Falls, Missoula or Kalispell.

Acceptance into MSU’s Traditional BSN Program is competitive and based on a student’s prerequisite GPA. Courses
included in the prerequisite GPA are italicized and bolded above. Application for a BSN placement requires a minimum
prerequisite GPA of 3.0. However, since placement is competitive, students should strive for the best grades possible.

At least 3 of the 5 required natural science courses, including BIOH 301/302, must be underway or completed with a grade of
C- or better at the time of application. The remaining courses must be successfully completed before a BSN placement
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
